Abstract

The fruit production of the provinces of Rio Negro and Neuquén takes the exportation as one of his principal destinations to European markets and of the Mercosur and others in minor relevance. In such a sense, the products are subject to the requirements of health and quality of the importer countries - faced fundamentally by the requests of the big distribution chains so that the processes of certification are intensified every year.
One of the main constrains that the fruit complex must overcome to improve his competitiveness, is the control of the key pest, codling moth. And it needs rapid and supported actions, since the available tools to control it is restricted by time due to the levels of residues of insecticides allowed in the fruit – which are lowers every year, and, by the appearance of resistant populations of the pest. 
The fruit industry is characterized by the heterogeneity of actors involved which are led by big exporting companies - some of them of transnational capital – and a great number of small independent producers that difficult to apply the technology needed to fulfill the quality parameters and therefore to remain in the business.
These concerns lead to a cooperative work among the public and private institutions to try to decrease the incidence of the pest. And this was an excellent fact among the long lasting history of conflicts between actors of the complex caused by the distribution of the generated revenue.
The most active participation of the federal government from 2003, and the agreements of the institutions of the primary producers, the commercialization companies, the science and technology institutions built a for the control of codling moth which is environmentally sound (Mating disruption) for massive implementation in the territory.
The study of this network based in the concept o innovation proposes to contribute with facts that could help to strength the network and to gain major competitiveness of the industry with equity.
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
