

Abstract

The main objective of the Thesis is the development of a personal approach in musical composition which is based on the evocation of the music of the past through a synthesis of current compositional trends. This approach manages the relationship with pre-existing music in a particular way, since the allusions to that music appear integrated in a unitary discourse with no stylistic discontinuities, and they often appear as an evocation of a harmonic colourful emerging from a novel context.
The artistic and theoretical foundation is based on some aspects of spectral music, the writings and musical works of Helmut Lachenmann, Salvatore Sciarrino and Gérard Pesson, and some considerations about those composers of past music that we allude to. 
The implementation of the compositional approach results in the composition of three pieces, two of them written for chamber groups of 8 and 13 instruments, and the last one is an orchestral piece. We use a methodology oriented towards transmitting the creative processes with the highest transparency and intelligibility. Among the artistic achievements of those pieces there is the winning of the First Prize on the XXII Premio Jóvenes Compositores Fundación Autor-CNDM, as well as the selection of other piece to be premiered in Metz, at the Festival Acanthes 2011. The research has been enriched with a stay at the Conservatoire National Supérieur de Paris, where the author of the thesis has had the privilege of being the first researcher received by this conservatory.
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
